Hollywood
Boulevard would be reduced to one vehicular travel lane in each direction, and the remaining width would be repurposed
to provide multi-modal infrastructure. Wider sidewalks and multi-use paths would be added on the northern and southern
side of the road. Additionally, there would be a proposed roundabout at the intersection of Ferry Road NE/SE and
Hollywood Boulevard NE/SE.

The addition of multi-modal infrastructure will allow for pedestrian friendly improvements. The placement of a roundabout
at the Ferry and Hollywood intersection would allow for a safer environment for drivers and pedestrians.
