. Project/Program Description

This project will improve the condition of 90 efficiency/one-bathroom units and 90 one bedroom/one bath units located at
6800 Park Street South Pasadena, FL. These units are made available to low- and moderate-income adults and disabled
adults. The complex was constructed in 1970 and exhibits signs of age-related deterioration and deferred maintenance. A
critical needs assessment performed by GLE Associates of Tampa has identified immediate, critical and deferred
maintenance issues with respect to the roof, accessibility compliance, stormwater drainage, electrical and fire protection
systems, HVAC systems, unit floor coverings and windows. Repairs to the roof and improvements to the HVAC system will
have immediate health impacts by improving the quality of air breathed by residents. Upgrading windows and moving
utilities underground will improve storm resiliency, public safety and protection of human life during catastrophic weather
events.
