 The Punta Gorda Wastewater Treatment Plant was constructed in 1984 with additional improvements in 2001 and 2015.
The main process units, aeration and clarifiers, have reached the end of useful life. The City completed a Capacity Analysis
Report November 2018 and an Alternative Analysis report December 2019. The recommended improvement will construct
new aeration basins, new clarifier's, add a second sand filter, upgrade the effluent pump station and replace all electrical
components.

This is a multi-year project. Total costs below reflect the full cost of the project. The Federal in number 7 below relates to
the State Revolving loan funds that have been applied for. Maximum generally awarded per year is $20 million.
