This vehicle
would prevent some collisions through increased warning and visibility and reduce the cost of collisions that occur with
damage to this vehicle costing less to repair than the current fire apparatus serving in this role as blocking vehicle. Its use
would prevent loss of use of current fire apparatus as has occurred numerous times in the past few years.

 The funds will be used within months of approval to purchase a vehicle. No other contracts would be in place.
