After the interchange opened in 2018, the City retained a consultant to perform a feasibility
study for the conversion of NW/SW 4th Avenue into a four-lane collector to support the additional traffic volume
anticipated on NW 4th Ave.

The FDOT added an entrance/exit to 1-95 at Spanish River Blvd. NW/SW 4th Avenue is the closest north/south two-lane

This will provide enhanced transportation level of service to connect I-95 to the new Brightline train station. Supporting
traffic from the region traveling to and from the train station, Florida Atlantic University, and the Downtown.

This will provide enhanced roadway infrastructure for regional transportation benefit to all I-95 corridors including
Palmetto Park Road, Glades Road and Spanish River Blvd.
