 The Town is currently in the planning phase of evaluating treatment options to mitigate the water quality issues throughout
Town. The Town is seeking funding support for design and construction efforts to add treatment technologies and increase
storage in their existing system. This quality issue has been ongoing for decades. The shallow wells located downstream of
the Paynes Prairie are seasonally influenced by surface water that creates color and odor issues in the public drinking
water supply to homes. In December 2019, a Consent Order was issued to Micanopy for by-product exceedances. The
Town has since implemented an interim treatment method to reduce DBPs, but values are still relatively high. Because of
lack of storage, disinfection contact time is limited, creating additional operational challenges through treatment. Successful
implementation of the proposed project will further improve water quality.
