Improve physical Health Benefit: REDUCE RISKS OF CROSS-CONTAMINATION IN DRINKING WATER SUPPLY-
Water thats not properly treated or that travels through poorly maintained pipes can pose a health hazard. The, corrosion
of iron pipes can occur and contaminate water. Method: To determine water quality, the city will measure and analyze
through a third party the characteristics of the water such as temperature, dissolved mineral content, and number of
bacteria. Improve drinking water quality: Erosion through the existing cast iron pipes have weaken the structure and allow
for foreign material to enter the line, while lowering the pressure. Method: The city will sample the quality of water through

lab analysis.
