4. Project/Program Description

These funds will be used to initiate the FSU Institute for Rare Diseases, which will focus on researching diseases that
impact our youngest and most vulnerable. The pharmaceutical industry is not incentivized to invest in cures and treatments
for pediatric rare diseases because of how uncommon they are. FSU is uniquely positioned to bridge this gap. The Institute
for Pediatric Rare Diseases at FSU will focus on research and development of gene therapies and research and
development of improving immune response. For the body to accept the gene therapy, most require intense suppression of
the immune system that can last 6 months or longer. In the case of the Tay Sachs Disease trial at UMASS, children have
been responding well to the treatment but have unfortunately died from common infections. Improving immune response to
these therapies would be beneficial to a large population including the rare disease community and help advance gene
therapy trials across the board.

The target population is the 15 million children across Florida and the United States who suffer from rare pediatric
diseases.

This project will improve the physical health of millions of children across the state and country who could benefit from
critical research conducted on their rare pediatric diseases. This can be measured by rates of hospitalization for children
with rare diseases, as well as the development and approval of new treatments and therapies developed at Florida State
University. This project will also improve the quality of education by offering research opportunities to students at Florida
State University.
