4. Project/Program Description

NE 191st St, NE 29th Ave, and NE 188th St, collectively referred as NE 191 System is a very low lying area and prone to
flooding at every storm event. As current tides rise due to sea level rise, the capacity to discharge into the Bay and the
groundwater system is progressively diminishing, and flooding is getting worse. Roadways are becoming impassable for
Emergency Service Respondents, and flood waters threaten the health, safety, and the properties of the public. The subject
roadways are heavily used by public and creates east to west connectivity for the City, and provides access to important
public buildings including Aventura Charter Elementary and Middle School. The scope of work includes complete
reconstruction of NE 191st St, NE 29th Ave, and NE 188th St including raising the roadway elevation above flood levels,
drainage system, catch basin, manholes, water quality treatment components, drainage outfall, curbs, gutters, sidewalks,
landscaping, and street lighting.

The proposed project will protect
the public against flood and storm surge related hazards.

This project will protect the general public from harm by improving the ability for emergency vehicles to use this roadway
during increasingly severe rainfall events that flood the roadway completely.
