1. Improve physical health: Comparing number of flooding complaints before and after project

2. Enhance/preserve/improve environmental or fish and wildlife quality: Comparing number of cleaning sweeps by
stormwater operations crews on the improved stormwater control structures (Pre & post construction) as well as physical
observation of water being retained in structures or swales for longer periods before running off into adjacent waterways..
3. Improve transportation conditions: Comparing number of traffic accidents of affected roadways and from observation of
better traffic flows due to reduced flooding in travel ways.

4. Improve surface water quality: Physical observation of water retained in structures or swale for longer periods before
running off into adjacent waterways
