 The septic-to-sewer project will raise socio-economic status of West Augustine, improve groundwater and well quality, and
increase storm resiliency by constructing a sanitary sewer system. The project will connect existing homes and eliminate
septic tanks that contribute to deterioration of groundwater quality and "float" during storm events, causing significant
environmental and health hazards in the surrounding area. The project will make new workforce housing viable on available
parcels by providing sewer availability.
