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Consumer Flood Insurance Legislation: Florida Senate Bill 542 by
Senator Brandes Co-sponsored by Senator Wilton Simpson

This flood insurance legislation will provide alternatives to the rising rates in the National Flood
Insurance Program (NFIP).

Florida Senate Bill 542 creates a wide range of flexible options for policyholders to choose so they
can reach an affordable level of coverage for their property. The hallmark of the proposal will
allow policyholders the option of covering either the outstanding balance of their mortgage, the
replacement cost of their property.

By providing multiple options for minimum coverage within private flood insurance, consumers
will have a range of options to select types of coverage for their properties that reduce the cost to
insure their property for flood risk. By setting the minimum allowable coverage in the state to
minimums recognized by Fannie Mae and Freddy Mac when underwriting mortgages, the insured
retains access to federal lending and federally chartered banks for homeownership.
