. SUMMARY:

The bill authorizes the Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles (DHS&MV) to
collect voluntary contributions from registrants as part of the motor vehicle registration and
renewal process. Such voluntary contributions would be transferred monthly to Florida
Mothers Against Drunk Driving, Inc.

The bill would require DHS&MV to modify its computer software system at a cost of $9,000.

Currently, s. 320.02, F.S., requires that language be included on the motor vehicle
registration and renewal application for voluntary contributions to specified organizations
and trust funds. During FY 1996-97, DHS&MV collected the following amounts from
voluntary contributions on motor vehicle registrations:
