Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Florida:

Section 1. Short title.--This act shall be known and

may be cited as the "Florida Sports Authority Law. "

Section 2. Declaration of policy.--

(1) The Legislature finds and declares that the

general welfare, health, and prosperity of the people of

Florida will be pronpbted by the holding of athletic contests,

pari-nmutuel wagering events, and other spectator sporting

events, and trade shows and other expositions; that it is

necessary to provide stadiuns and related facilities for

pari-nmutuel wagering and such spectator sporting events and

ot her events descri bed herein; and that such events woul d

provi de needed recreation, foruns, and expositions for the

publi c.

(2) The Legislature further finds and decl ares that

additional facilities are needed in the state to acconmbdat e

trade shows and other expositions in order to pronote industry

and devel opnent in the state and to provide a forumfor public

events.
(3) The Legislature has deternined that to provide for

the events, including the establishnment and operation of

necessary facilities for such purposes, a corporate agency of

the state shall be created with the necessary powers to

acconpl i sh these purposes.

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1 (4) The Legislature further finds that the authority
2 | and powers conferred under this act and the expenditure of

3 | public nobneys pursuant thereto constitutes a valid public

4 | purpose and that the enactnent of the provisions of this act
5]lis inthe public interest and is declared to be such a matter
6 | of express legislative determni nation.

7 Section 3. Definitions.--As used in this act:

8 (1) "Act" nmeans the Florida Sports Authority Law.

9 (2) "Authority" nmeans the Florida Sports Authority

10 | created by the act.

11 (3) "Bonds" neans bonds issued by the authority

12 | pursuant to the act.

13 (4) "Conplex" neans the sports and exposition project
14 | aut hori zed by the act.

15 (5) "Notes" neans notes issued by the authority.

16 (6) "Projects" neans any project which the authority
17 | is authorized to undert ake.

18 (7) "State" nmeans the State of Florida.

19 (8) "Credit agreenent" nmeans | oan agreenent, revolving
20| credit agreenent, agreenent establishing a |line of credit,

21 | letter of credit, reinbursenent agreenent, interest exchange
22 | agreenent, insurance contract, surety bond, commtnent to

23 | purchase bond, purchase or sal e agreenent, or commtnents or
24 | other contracts or agreenents authorized and approved by the
25| authority in connection with the authorization, issuance,

26 | security, or paynent of bonds.

27 (9) "Luxury tax" neans the tax levied and coll ected by
28| the City of Mani, County of M am -Dade.

29 (10) "Tourismrelated tax" nmeans the tax |evied and
30| collected pursuant to any tourisminprovenent and devel opnent
31| district.
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1 Section 4. Florida Sports Authority created.--

2 (1) There is established in the office of the

3| Secretary of State a public body corporate and politic, with

4 | corporate succession, to be known as the Florida Sports

5| Authority. The authority is constituted as an instrunentality
6| of the state, and the exercise by the authority of the powers
7| conferred by this act is deened to be an essenti al

8 | governnental function of the state, and the application of

9| revenue derived fromthe projects of the authority to the

10 | purposes provided in this act is deened to be in support of

11 | gover nnent.

12 (2) The authority shall consist of the State

13 | Treasurer, the Secretary of State, the President of the

14 | Florida Sports Authority, three nenbers appointed by the

15| Governor with the advice and consent of the Senate, three

16 | nenbers appointed by the President of the Senate, and three

17 | nenbers appoi nted by the Speaker of the House of

18 | Representatives, for terms of 4 years, provided that the

19 | nenbers first appointed by the Governor shall serve for terns
20| of 1 year, 2 years, and 3 years, respectively. Each nenber

21| shall hold office for the termof his or her appoi ntnent and
22 | until his or her successor has been appointed and qualified. A
23 | nenber shall be eligible for reappointnent. Any vacancy in the
24 | menbership occurring other than by expiration of termshall be
25| filled for the remainder of the unexpired termin the sane

26 | manner as the original appoi ntnent.

27 (3) Each appoi nted nenber nay be renoved from office

28 | by the Governor, for cause, after a public hearing, and nay be
29 | suspended by the Governor pending the conpletion of such

30 | hearing. Each nenber before entering upon his or her duties

31| shall take and subscribe an oath to performthe duties of
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office faithfully, inpartially, and justly to the best of his

or her ability. A record of such oaths shall be filed in the

office of the Secretary of State.

(4) The chair shall be appointed by the Governor from

the menbers of the authority and the nenbers shall el ect one

of their nunber as vice chair. The authority shall elect a

secretary and a treasurer, who need not be nenbers, and the

sane person nmay be elected to serve both as secretary and

treasurer. The powers of the authority shall be vested in its

nmenbers, and seven nenbers shall constitute a quorum at any

neeting thereof. Action may be taken and notions and

resol utions adopted at any neeting by the affirmative vote of

at | east seven nmenbers. No vacancy in the nenbership shal

inmpair the right of a quorum of the nenbers to exercise all of

the powers and performall of the duties of the authority.

(5) Each nenber and the treasurer shall execute a bond

to be conditioned upon the faithful performance of the duties

of such nenber or treasurer, in such formand anbunt as nmay be

prescribed by the Secretary of State. Such bonds shall be

filed in the Ofice of the Secretary of State. At all tines

thereafter, the nenbers and the treasurer shall nmaintain such

bonds in full force and effect. Al costs of such bonds shal

be borne by the authority.

(6) The nenbers of the authority shall serve w thout

conpensation, but the authority shall reinburse its nenbers

for actual expenses necessarily incurred in the discharge of

their duties pursuant to s. 112.061, Florida Statutes.

Not wi t hst andi ng the provisions of any other law, no officer or

enpl oyee of the state shall forfeit his or her office or

enpl oynent, or any benefits or enolunents thereof, by reason

of his or her serving as a nenber of the authority.

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1 (7) Each nenber of the authority may desi ghate an

2| officer or enployee of his or her departnent or agency to

3| represent the nenber at neetings of the authority, and each

4 | such designee may lawfully vote and ot herwi se act on behal f of
5| the nenber by whom he or she has been desi gnated. Any such

6 | designation shall be in witing delivered to the authority and
7] shall continue in effect until revoked or anended by witing

8| delivered to the authority.

9 (8) The authority may be dissolved by act of the

10| Legislature on condition that the authority has no debts or

11| obligations outstanding or that provision has been made for

12 | the paynent or retirenent of such debts or obligations. Upon
13 | such dissolution, all property, funds, and assets of the

14 | authority shall be vested in the state.

15 (9) A true copy of the mnutes of each neeting shal

16 | be delivered to the Governor by and under the certification of
17 | the secretary of the authority. No action taken at any neeting
18 | shall have force or effect until 15 days after the copy of the
19 | ni nutes has been so delivered unless, during the 15-day

20 | period, the Governor approves the action, which shall becone
21 | effective at that tine. If, during the 15-day period, the

22 | Governor returns the minutes with veto of any action taken

23| the action shall be null and void. The powers conferred upon
24 | the Governor by this subsection shall be exercised with due

25| regard for the rights of the holders of bonds and notes of the
26 | authority at any tine outstanding, and nothing in, or done

27 | pursuant to, this subsection shall in any way linit, restrict,
28 | or alter the obligation or powers of the authority or any

29 | representative or officer of the authority to carry out and

30| performin every detail each covenant, agreenent, or contract
31| at any tinme nade or entered into by or on behalf of the
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1| authority with respect to its bonds or notes or for the

2 | benefit, protection, or security of the holders thereof.

3 Section 5. Powers of the authority.--Except as

18 (7) To borrow noney and to issue its negotiabl e bonds
19| or notes and to secure the sane by a nortgage on its property
20| or any part thereof, and to enter into any credit agreenent,
21| and otherwise to provide for and secure the paynent of its
22 | bonds and notes and to provide for the rights of the hol ders
23 | thereof.

24 (8) To nmke and enter into all contracts, |eases, and
25| agreenents for the use of occupancy and its projects or any
26 | part thereof or which are necessary or incidental to the

27 | performance of its duties and the exercise of its powers under
28 | the act.

29 (9) To nmke surveys, maps, plans for, and estimtes of
30| the cost of its projects.

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(10) To establish, acquire, construct, |ease the right

to construct, rehabilitate, repair, inprove, own, operate, and

maintain its projects, and let, award, and enter into

construction contracts, purchase orders, and other contracts

wWith respect thereto in such manner as the authority shal

det er ni ne.
(11) To fix and revise fromtine to tine and charge

and collect rents, tolls, fees, and charges for the use,

occupancy, or services of its projects or any part thereof or

for admission thereto, and for the grant of concessions

therein and for things furni shed or services rendered by the

aut hority.
(12) To establish and enforce rules for the use or

operation of its projects or the conduct of its activities,

and provide for the policing and the security of its projects.

(13) To acquire in the name of the authority by

pur chase or otherw se, on such ternms and conditions and in

such manner as it nay deem proper, or, except with respect to

the state, by the exercise of the power of em nent dommin, any

| and and ot her property which it nmay deternine is reasonably

necessary for any of its projects or for the relocation or

reconstruction of any hi ghway, and any and all rights, title,

and interest in such land and other property, including public

| ands, reservations, and hi ghways owned by the state or any

county, city, town, township, village, public corporation, or

other political subdivision of the state, or in which any such

entity has any right, title, or interest, or parts thereof or

rights therein, and any fee sinple absolute or any |essor

interest in private property, and any fee sinple absolute in

easenents upon, or the benefit of restrictions upon, abutting

property, to preserve and protect any project, except that the

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authority shall not have the right to exercise the power of

em nent donmmin in connection with projects that are authorized

by an act of the Legislature or a | ocal governnent or

nmuni ci pality.

(14) To provide through its enpl oyees, or by the grant

of one or nore concessions, or in part through its enpl oyees

and in part by grant of one or nore concessions, for the

furni shing of services and things for the accomobdati on of

persons adnmitted to or using its projects or any part thereof.

(15) To hold and conduct pari-nutuel wagering events

for stake, purse, or reward and to provide and operate a

pari-nmutuel system of wagering at such neetings.

(16) To acquire, construct, operate, nmmintain,

i nprove, and nmake capital contributions to others and for

transportation and other facilities, services, and

accommpdations for the public's use of its projects, and to

| ease or otherwi se contract for the operation thereof.

(17) Subject to any agreement with bondhol ders or

not ehol ders, to invest noneys of the authority not required

for inmedi ate use, including proceeds fromthe sale of any

bonds or notes, in such obligations, securities, and other

i nvestnents as the authority deens prudent.

(18) To contract for and accept any gifts or grants or

| oans of funds or property or financial or other aid in any

formfromthe Federal Governnent or any agency or

instrunentality thereof, or fromthe state or any agency,

instrunentality, or political subdivision thereof, or from any

ot her source, and to conply, subject to the provisions of this

act, with the terns and conditions thereof.

(19) Subject to any agreenents with bondhol ders, to

pur chase bonds or notes of the authority out of any funds or

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1| noneys of the authority available therefor, and to hold,

2 | cancel, or resell such bonds or notes.

3 (20) To appoint and enploy a president, who shall be
4 | the chief executive officer, and such additional officers, who
5| need not be nenbers of the authority, and accountants,

6 | attorneys, financial advisors or experts, and all such other
7] or different officers, agents, and enployees as it nmay

8| require, and to determine their qualifications, terns of

9| office, duties, and conpensati on

10 (21) To performany acts authorized by this act,

14 (22) To procure insurance against any |l osses in

19 | corporations, necessary or convenient to carry out its
20 | purposes and exercise the powers granted by this act.

of by the authority. In addition, the authority shall be

responsi ble for paying all existing |local franchise fees,

license fees, and parking tax fees in effect at the tine of

t he acquisition.

1. Assune existing | easehold or other contractua

obligations pertaining to any such facilities or properties or

to nake provision for the paynent or retirenent of any debts

and obligations of the governnental entity operating any such

convention hall or center or of any bonds or other obligations

payabl e from and secured by a lien on or pledge of the | uxury

tax revenues.

2. Make loans or paynents in aid of construction with

respect to infrastructure and site devel opnent for properties

| ocated in the area between the sites of an existing

convention hall and a new convention center or | ocated

contiguous to or across any public road which borders the

ar ea.

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(j) To provide funding to public institutions of

hi gher education in the state to establish, devel op, acquire,

construct, reconstruct, or inprove facilities |located or to be

| ocated on property owned, | eased, or otherw se used by an

institution, consisting of sports facilities and the
