WHEREAS, the year 2000 narks the fifty-fifth
anni versary of the victories of the United States Arned Forces
and the Allies over the Gernman National Socialists regine,
ending the war in Europe during Wrld War |I, and

WHEREAS, this great military victory brought the
|iberation of the Nazi concentration canps and the end of the
Hol ocaust, during which Nazi Gernmany conducted the pl anned
systemati c anni hilation of European Jews and other groups, and

VHEREAS, the war-hardened United States sol diers not
only liberated the Nazi concentration canps, but al so extended
their tender conpassion and generosity to those few survivors
of these canps, and

WHEREAS, Anericans recogni ze that each individua
citizen is responsible for eternal vigilance agai nst al
tyranny and for speaki ng out agai nst such tyranny, and

WHEREAS, in 1994 the Florida Legislature mandated t hat
the history of the Hol ocaust be taught in public schools, in a
manner that |eads to an investigation of human behavi or, an
understandi ng of the ram fications of prejudice, racism and
stereotypi ng, and an exanination of what it neans to be a
responsi bl e and respectful person, for the purposes of
encouragi ng tol erance of diversity in a pluralistic society
and nurturing and protecting denocratic val ues and
