(3)(a) Each agency of the state or the judicial branch
which is required by lawto file vouchers with the Chief
Fi nancial Oficer GConptroller shall keep a record of the date of

recei pt of the invoice; dates of receipt, inspection, and

approval of the goods or services; date of filing of the
voucher; and date of issuance of the warrant in paynment thereof.
I f the voucher is not filed or the warrant is not issued within
the tine required, an explanation in witing by the agency head
or the Chief Justice shall be submtted to the Departnent of

Fi nanci al Servi ces Banking—and—Finanece in a manner prescribed by

it. Agencies and the judicial branch shall continue to deliver

or mail state paynents pronptly.

(b) If a warrant in paynent of an invoice is not issued
within 40 days after receipt of the invoice and receipt,
i nspection, and approval of the goods and services, the agency
or judicial branch shall pay to the vendor, in addition to the
amount of the invoice, interest at a rate as established
pursuant to s. 55.03(1) on the unpaid balance fromthe
expiration of such 40-day period until such tinme as the warrant
is issued to the vendor. Such interest shall be added to the
invoice at the time of submission to the Chief Financial Oficer
Conptroller for paynent whenever possible. If addition of the

interest penalty is not possible, the agency or judicial branch

shall pay the interest penalty paynent within 15 days after
i ssuing the warrant. The provisions of this paragraph apply only
to undi sputed anounts for which paynent has been aut hori zed.

Di sputes shall be resolved in accordance with rul es devel oped
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and adopted by the Chief Justice for the judicial branch, and

rul es adopted by the Departnment of Financial Services Bankihg
and—Finance or in a formal adm nistrative proceeding before an

adm nistrative | aw judge of the Division of Administrative
Hearings for state agencies, provided that, for the purposes of
ss. 120.569 and 120.57(1), no party to a dispute involving |ess
than $1,000 in interest penalties shall be deened to be
substantially affected by the dispute or to have a substanti al
interest in the decision resolving the dispute. In the case of
an error on the part of the vendor, the 40-day period shal
begin to run upon receipt by the agency or the judicial branch
of a corrected invoice or other renedy of the error. The

provi sions of this paragraph do not apply when the filing

requi renent under subsection (1) or subsection (2) has been

wai ved in whole by the Departnent of Financial Services Banking
anrd—Finance. The various state agencies and the judicial branch

shall be responsible for initiating the penalty paynents

required by this subsection and shall use this subsection as
authority to nake such paynments. The budget request submitted to
the Legislature shall specifically disclose the anobunt of any
interest paid by any agency or the judicial branch pursuant to
this subsection. The tenporary unavailability of funds to nmake a
tinmely paynent due for goods or services does not relieve an
agency or the judicial branch fromthe obligation to pay
interest penalties under this section.

(c) An agency or the judicial branch may naeke partia
paynents to a contractor upon partial delivery of goods or
services or upon partial conpletion of construction when a
request for such partial paynment is nade by the contractor and

approved by the agency. Provisions of this section and rul es of
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t he Department of Financial Services Barking—and—Finance shal

apply to partial paynents in the sane manner as they apply to

full paynents.

(4) If the terms of the invoice provide a discount for
paynent in | ess than 30 days, agencies of the state and the
judicial branch shall preferentially process it and use al
diligence to obtain the saving by conpliance with the invoice
terns.

(5) Al purchasing agreenents between a state agency or
the judicial branch and a vendor, applicable to this section,
shall include a statenent of the vendor's rights and the state's
responsibilities under this section. The vendor's rights shal
i nclude being provided with the tel ephone nunber of the vendor
onbudsman within the Departnent of Financial Services Banking
ahd—Finanee, which information shall also be placed on al
agency or judicial branch purchase orders.

(6) The Departnent of Financial Services Banking—and
Finanece shall nonitor each agency's and the judicial branch's

conpliance with the tinme limts and interest penalty provisions
of this section. The departnment shall provide a report to an
agency or to the judicial branch if the departnment determ nes
that the agency or the judicial branch has failed to maintain an
acceptable rate of conpliance with the tine [imts and interest
penalty provisions of this section. The departnent shal
establish criteria for determ ning acceptable rates of
conpl i ance. The report shall also include a list of |ate
vouchers or paynents, the anmount of interest owed or paid, and
any corrective actions recomended. The departnent shal
performnonitoring responsibilities, pursuant to this section,

usi ng the Managenment Services and Purchasi ng Subsystem or the
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Fl ori da Accounting Informati on Resource Subsystem provided in s.

215.94. Each agency and the judicial branch shall be
responsi ble for the accuracy of information entered into the
Managenent Servi ces and Purchasi ng Subsystem and the Florida
Accounting Information Resource Subsystemfor use in this
noni t ori ng.

(7) There is created a vendor onbudsman within the

Department of Financial Services Banking—and-Finance who shal

be responsible for the follow ng functions:

(a) Performng the duties of the departnent pursuant to
subsection (6).

(b) Reviewi ng requests for waivers due to exceptional
Ci rcumst ances.

(c) Dissemnating information relative to the pronpt
paynment policies of this state and assisting vendors in
receiving their paynents in a tinmely manner.

(d) Perform ng such other duties as determ ned by the
depart nment.

(8) The Departnent of Financial Services Banking—and
Finanece is authorized and directed to adopt and pronul gate rul es

and regul ations to inplenent this section and for resol ution of
di sputes involving amounts of |ess than $1,000 in interest
penalties for state agencies. No agency or the judicial branch
shal | adopt any rule or policy that is inconsistent with this
section or the Departnment of Financial Services' Banking—and
Finanece-s rul es or policies.

(9) Each agency and the judicial branch shall include in

the official position description of every officer or enployee
who is responsible for the approval or processing of vendors

i nvoi ces or distribution of warrants to vendors that the
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requirements of this section are mandatory.

(10) Persistent failure to conply with this section by any
agency of the state or the judicial branch shall constitute good
cause for discharge of enployees duly found responsible, or
predomi nantly responsible, for failure to conply.

(11) Travel and other reinbursenents to state officers and
enpl oyees nust be the sane as paynents to vendors under this
section, except paynment of Cass C travel subsistence. Cass C
travel subsistence shall be paid in accordance with the schedul e
est abli shed by the Chief Financial Oficer Cemptroller pursuant
tos. 112.061(5)(b). This section does not apply to paynents

made to state agencies, the judicial branch, or the legislative
br anch.

(12) 1In the event that a state agency or the judici al
branch contracts with a third party, uses a revolving fund, or
pays froma | ocal bank account to process and pay invoices for
goods or services, all requirenents for financial obligations
and tinme processing set forth in this section shall be
applicable and the state agency or the judicial branch shall be
responsi bl e for paying vendors the interest assessed for
untinmely paynent. The state agency or the judicial branch nay,
through its contract with a third party, require the third party
to pay interest fromthe third party's funds.

(13) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsections (3) and
(12), in order to alleviate any hardship that nmay be caused to a
health care provider as a result of delay in receiving
rei mbursenent for services, any paynent or paynents for
hospital, nmedical, or other health care services which are to be
rei nmbursed by a state agency or the judicial branch, either

directly or indirectly, shall be nmade to the health care
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provi der not nore than 35 days fromthe date eligibility for

paynent of such claimis determned. |[|f paynent is not issued
to a health care provider within 35 days after the date
eligibility for paynment of the claimis determ ned, the state
agency or the judicial branch shall pay the health care provider
interest at a rate of 1 percent per nonth cal cul ated on a
cal endar day basis on the unpaid bal ance fromthe expiration of
such 35-day period until such time as paynent is nade to the
heal th care provider, unless a waiver in whole has been granted
by the Departnent of Financial Services Banking—andFinance
pursuant to subsection (1) or subsection (2).

(14) The Chief Financial Oficer GConptroller may adopt
rules to authorize advance paynents for goods and services,

i ncluding, but not limted to, nmintenance agreenents and
subscriptions. Such rules shall provide objective criteria for
determining when it is in the best interest of the state to nake
paynents in advance and shall al so provide for adequate
protection to ensure that such goods or services wll be

provi ded.

(15) Nothing contained in this section shall be construed
to be an appropriation. Any interest which becones due and
oW ng pursuant to this section shall only be payable fromthe
appropriation charged for such goods or services.

(16) Notwi thstandi ng the provisions of s. 24.120(3),
applicable to warrants issued for paynent of invoices submtted
by the Departnent of the Lottery, the Chief Financial Oficer
Conpt+rolHer may, by witten agreenent with the Departnent of the
Lottery, establish a shorter tine requirenent than the 10 days

provided in subsection (2) for warrants issued for paynent.

Pursuant to such witten agreenent, the Departnent of the
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Lottery shall reinburse the Chief Financial Oficer Conptroler

for costs associated with processing invoi ces under the

agr eenent .

(1) Al securities purchased or held may, with the
approval of the board, be in the custody of the Chief Financial

Such bank accounts as may
be required for this purpose shall offer satisfactory collatera

security as provided by chapter 280. 1In the event funds so
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deposited according to the provisions of this section are

requi red for the purpose of paying benefits or other operational
needs, the State Board of Administration shall remt to the
Florida Retirenent System Trust Fund in the State Treasury such
anounts as may be requested by the Departnent of Managenent
Servi ces.

(4) Securities that the board selects to use for options
operations under s. 215.45 or for |ending under s. 215.47(16)
shall be registered by the Chief Financial Oficer Freasurer in
the name of a third-party nomnee in order to facilitate such
