SECTION 2 - EDUCATION (ALL OTHER FUNDS)

SPECIFIC

The monies contained herein are appropriated from the named funds to the
Department of Education as the_amounts_to be used to pay salaries, other
operational expenditures and fixed capital outlay.

EDUCATION, DEPARTMENT OF
PROGRAM: EDUCATION - FIXED CAPITAL OUTLAY

The_ Legislature hereby finds and_ determines that the items and_sums
designated in_ S?e0|f|c Appropriations 15 through 27 shall constitute
authorized capital outlay projects within the meaning and as required by
section 9(a}(2), Article XII of the State Constitution, as amended, and
any other Tlaw. _In accordance therewith, the monies in the followlng
itens are authorized to be expended for the enumerated authorize
capital outlay projects.

The sum designated for each project is_the maximum sum to be_expended
for _each specified phase of the project from funds accruing under
section _9(a§(2) Article XIl of the State Constitution. The scope of
each project shail be planned so that the amounts specified shall not be
exceeded, or_ any excess in costs shall be funded by sources other than
this @pprogrlgtlon. Such excess costs may be funded from the Public
Education Capital Outlay and Debt Service Trust Fund only as the result
of fund _transfers pursuant to section 216.292(5)(c), Florida Statutes.
Each project shall _be constructed on the site specified. If existing
facilities and _acquisition of new sites are a part of these projects,
each _such building and site must be certified to be free of
contamination, asbestos, and other hazardous materials before the
facility or site may be acquired. The provisions of section 216.301(3),
Florida Statutes, “shall apply to all capital outlay funds appropriated
to the Public Education Capital Outlay and Debt Service Trust Fund for
the Fiscal Year 2005-2006 appropriation, and shall also apply to funds
appropriated in Specific Appropriations 15 through 27.

The Governor’s Office of Policy_and Budget shall establish Fixed Capital
Outlay  budget authority within appropriate accounts to_enable
expenditure of funds appropriated for the state universities, the
Florida School for the Deaf_ and the Blind, public school districts,
community colleges, and the Division of Blind Services.

outlay of the named agencies.

The Office of Program Policy_and Governmental Accountability (OPPAGA)
shall conduct a comprehensive review of the Department of Law
Enforcement, the Department of Corrections and the Parole Commission.
OPPAGA shall examine each department’s mission and purpose, scope of
services, and programs delivered and shall identify programs or services
that fail _outside the department’s mission or are more appropriatel
delivered within another state agency, or local entity. In the course o
the review, OPPAGA shall _identity and report_on specific organizational
or programmatic_ deficiencies “that diminish agency efficiency or
effectiveness. _The_ review shall include an _examination of agency
personnel deficiencies u3|n%_ pa¥ scales, salaries, and benefits data.
An assessment of all staffing levels within the departments shall be
conducted to ensure levels are appropriate in fulfilling each
department’s  statutor mission. The departments shall provide
sufficient data to OPPAGA to conduct these studies. OPPAGA shall submit
a report to the chair of the_Senate Ways and Means Committee, and the
chair of the House Fiscal Council by January 1, 2006.

CORRECTIONS, DEPARTMENT OF

From the_funds in Specific Appropriations 653 through 827, each provider
contracting _with the Department of Corrections must provide the
department_ with a proposal prior to the release of funds that details
the services that will be delivered, the expected results, and
recommended performance measures. The department and each provider must
execute a contract before the release of any funds, and the contract
documents must include mutually agreed upon performance measures. Each
rovider must provide quarterly performance reports to the department.
Funds shall on ¥ be released” to providers whose performance reports
indicate successful compliance with the performance measures described
in the contract.

The Department of Corrections shall develop and use a_uniform format and
uniform methodoI0ﬂ|es for the purpose of reporting annually to the
Legislature on the state prison system. Such reports shall include a
comprehensive plan for _current facility use and_any departures from
planned facility use, _including opening new facilities, renovating or
closing existing facilities, and advancing or delayln? the opening of
new or vrenovated facilities.. The report shall include the maximum
capacity of -currently operating facilities and the potential maximum
capacity of facilities that the de?artment_coulq make operational within
the fiscal year. The report shall also identify appropriate sites for
future facilities and_  provide information “to support specified
locations, such _as availability _of personnel in local labor_markets.
Reports should_ include updated infrastructure needs for existing or
future facilities. Each report should reconcile capacity figures to the
immediate preceding report.
