Championship Game on January 8, 2007, after defeating the 19 

University of Arkansas 38-28 in the Southeastern Conference 20 

Championship Game on December 2, 2006, and 21 

 WHEREAS, the University of Florida's 2006 schedule was 22 

ranked as the toughest in the nation by the NCAA this season, 23

 WHEREAS, under head coach Urban Meyer and his coaching 25 

staff, the Florida Gators finished the 2006 season with a 13-1 26 

record to establish a single-season record for wins, and 27 
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 WHEREAS, coach Urban Meyer became just the seventh head 28 

coach in NCAA history to guide a team to a national championship 29 

in his first or second year at a school, and 30 

 WHEREAS, with the BCS National Championship win, the 31 

University of Florida earned its second national football 32 

championship and became the first school in NCAA Division I 33 

history to hold national football and men's basketball titles 34
