20 (a) The servicemember is required, pursuant to a permanent
21 change of station orders, to move 35 miles or more from the

24 discharged or released from active duty or state active duty;

25 (c) The servicemember is released from active duty or
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26 state active duty after having leased the rental premises while
27 on active duty or state active duty status and the rental
