SB 2-C (SO) by Senator Rodrigues— 
 
Establishing the Congressional Districts of the State; 
Adopting the United States Decennial Census of 2020 as the 
official census of the state for use in redistricting the state’s 
congressional districts; redistricting the state’s congressional
